Office Charge - $5.00 per horse – one time charge  
Trail Warm Up: $5.00 per horse per S/C show 
AQHA Drug & Processing Fee - $3.00/horse/show   
IQHA Assoc. Fee - $2.50/horse/show  
Small Fry – 9 years & under. $7.50/class or $25.00 all day fee. (Per 
Judge)  **If you have earned points in a novice class you are ineligible 
to show in the corresponding small fry class.
