9. Warm-up poles **sign up at entry table** $  3.00

5. all show classes w/ payout TO four PLACES: 40%,30%,20%,10%.

6. 2d classes split 60/40 and 3d classes split 50/30/20.  Payout % based on # of entries 1-30 

(50/30/20), 31-60 (40/30/20/10), 61-150 (30/25/20/15/10).

7.ONLY ONE RUN PER HORSE IN WARM-UPS UNLESS SHARED BY A FAMILY MEMBER.

8. ENTRIES CLOSE WHEN THE FIRST HORSE IN THE PRECEDING CLASS RUNS.

9.Management reserves the right to cancel or combine any classes that do not fill.

10. Meigs county agricultural society will not be responsible for any accident, 

injury, or loss to any horse, rider, or spectator.
